ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE IX, CHAPTER 91, § 91.001 THROUGH § 91.170


	WHEREAS, numerous provisions exist within Title IX, Chapter 91, § 91.001 through §91.170 commonly referred to as the “Fire Code”; and

	WHEREAS, the Fire Chief of the Greenfield Fire Territory and members of his staff have thoroughly reviewed the current provisions of Title IX, Chapter 91, § 91.001 through § 91.170 and determined that numerous provisions contained therein required revisions to bring said Code up to current best practices for various components of the operation of a fire territory; and 

	WHEREAS, the Fire Chief of the Greenfield Fire Territory and staff members, in conjunction with the Greenfield City Attorney, have performed a complete revision of Title IX, Chapter 91, § 91.001 through § 91.170, which are attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein as Exhibit A; and

	WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City of Greenfield, Indiana, believes the adoption of all amendments to Title IX, Chapter 91, § 91.011 through § 91.170 are in the best interest of the health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of Greenfield, Indiana and the Greenfield Fire Territory.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GREENFIELD, INDIANA:


SECTION I

	Title IX, Chapter 91, § 91.001 through § 91.170 are hereby deleted in their entirety and inserted in lieu thereof is the contents of Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein.


SECTION II

This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, execution by the Mayor, and publication as prescribed by law.
