Both long term and short term solutions are being explored by Commonwealth and Structurepoint and will be brought to the Council once completed.

Davis and Meridian Road Interceptor Project Presentation confirmed is a priority which is estimated to begin in May of 2026 with hopes to be ready to bid the project by July of 2027.
