AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE VII, CHAPTER 72, § 72.02(A)(10)
OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF GREENFIELD, INDIANA

	WHEREAS, there currently exists within the Greenfield Code of Ordinances and denominated as Title VII, Chapter 72 § 72.02(A)(10); and

	WHEREAS, the Greenfield Traffic Safety Committee has recommended to the Common Council of the City of Greenfield, Indiana, the amendment of said provision to include a prohibition against stopping, standing, or parking within 20 feet of a driveway associated with a police station; and

	WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City of Greenfield, Indiana believes the amendment of Title VII, Chapter 72, § 72.02(A)(10) is in the best interest of the health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of Greenfield, Indiana.

	THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Common Council of the City of Greenfield, Indiana that:		

SECTION I
	
	Title VII, Chapter 72, § 72.02(A)(10) shall be deleted in its entirety and inserted in lieu thereof should be the following:

	(10)	Within 20 feet of the driveway entrance to any fire station or police station and on the side of a street opposite the entrance to any fire station or police station within 75 feet of said entrance when properly signposted.

SECTION II

	This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, approval by the Mayor, and publication as prescribed by law.
