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AN ORDINANCE TITLE IX, CHAPTER 96, § 96.30 CURFEW


	WHEREAS, there currently exists within the Code of Ordinances of the City of Greenfield, Indiana, Title IX, Chapter 96, § 96.30 entitled Curfew; and

	WHEREAS, after consultation with the Chief of Police of the Greenfield Police Department and the Director of Greenfield Parks and Recreation, it has been recommended to change the hours of utilization of any park ground or facility to be within the time from sunrise to sunset on a daily basis; and 

	WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City of Greenfield, Indiana believes that said changes are in the best interest of the health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of the City of Greenfield, Indiana.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GREENFIELD, INDIANA:

SECTION I

	Title IX, Chapter 96, § 96.30 shall be deleted in its entirety and inserted in lieu thereof shall be the following:

	§ 96.03 Curfew.
	It shall be unlawful for any person to remain in any park, golf course, playground, picnic area, swimming area, splash or spray area, or pavilion either on foot or in a vehicle at any other time other than between sunrise and sunset each day, except with prior written approval of the Board of its duly authorized agent.

SECTION II

	This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, approval by the Mayor, and publication as prescribed by law.
