Hello, 
I am reaching out to inquire about the process to having stop signs added to the intersection of Osage St. and American Legion Pl, to make Hit a 4-way stop. Currently only traffic on American Legion has the stop. With the addition of the Korbyn Creek apartments on Osage, as well as drivers trying to go around the back ups on State St, it has caused a lot of increased traffic at this intersection throughout the day and nights. Many people on Osage stop abruptly already when they don't have a stop sign, but many more are absolutely FLYING through Osage constantly. It has been quite dangerous now for a while. 

Additionally, there are 2 properties on the corner of this intersection with shrubs that make it impossible to see if Osage is clear, when stopped at the stop signs across both sides of the intersection. Drivers have to pull out from the stop sign far enough into the intersection that they can be hit by someone driving down Osage (and this does happen frequently), just to see if it is clear or not. These addresses are at 226 American Legion Pl, and 302 American Legion Pl. 

I really feel like making this intersection a 4 way stop would almost completely fix both of these issues, and would like to know if this is something that can be considered, or what is involved in bringing this into consideration.
