Glen Morrow, City Engineer called the meeting to order at 1:30pm.

Approval of Minutes:
A motion was made to approve September 2025 minutes as presented by T. Rankins and seconded by G. Pence.  Motion carried. 

G. Morrow advised we would be moving the Miscellaneous items to the front of the agenda.  


MISCELLANEOUS ITEMS:


Melody Lane:   Detective Andrew Pfaff gave a presentation regarding accidents on Melody Lane.  They showed statistics from 2016 through this past weekend.  He stated that he is unsure of the speed of the truck involved in the accident but does not seem excessive.  He stated the investigation is ongoing and the math still needs to be completed. 

Crystal Matthews, granddaughter of the deceased, came forward and stated she would like the speed limit changed from 30mph.  She also said the bushes are a concern.  She would like to see a speed bump or speed table. 

Sarah Janke came forward and said there is only 1 turn lane by Walmart and traffic is going south to the light by Auto Zone since they cannot turn left on State Road 9 anymore.  She also stated that there are many comments about people having to grab their children to keep them from getting hit.  She would also like to see crosswalks in place.  She also stated there is no safe crossing at the Dollar Tree.  

Cheryl Ballinger came forward with her concerns.  She stated that the address of the buildings is confusing.  Detective Pfaff stated that those are the addresses that they are dispatched to and not the actual addresses.  G. Morrow asked if the accident history was addressed to Melody Lane or to State Street addresses.  Detective Pfaff stated they are all State Street addresses. 

T. Rankins suggested a traffic study and talk to businesses to remove some landscaping.  

Debra Horn came forward. She read an email that she sent to Officer Murnan about Melody Lane. She stated that she went to Dollar Tree, Tractor Supply & Bealls and spoke to the managers.  A. Kirkpatrick asked for clarification and asked if she sent an email 2 years ago and one this year.  

Ms. Ballenger came up again and said that she didn’t know there was a speed limit in the area.  She also wanted to mention there are bars in the area with people drinking and cut through there and the stores are open till 9pm.  
  
G. Morrow stated they will check into landscaping issues, speed limits, speed tables, signage and HAWK signals. He also mentioned redirecting traffic and will complete a traffic study but will not have speeds. 


OLD BUSINESS:

South Street One-Way:   G. Morrow stated that the traffic study has been completed and submitted to INDOT. They would like to see some revisions to the study.  According to their model, EB South Street to SR 9 isn’t an issue.  If the street is not going to be one-way, G. Morrow would like for the east bound be  right turn only.  He will give more info once the revisions are completed. 
	 
Roosevelt & Winfield Intersection:   T. Rankins said they started milling to repave and that will help to push the cars back a little.  Will readdress next month. 

Mailbox Parking: G. Morrow read the information that is a current City ordinance.  He stated he talked to Officer Murnan and proposes to replace it with a new ordinance that he read to the Committee.  A motion was made to recommend the ordinance to Council by T,. Rankings and seconded by G. Pence.  
 
Brunson Landing Speeding:  T. Rankins stated he had completed a speed study but did not bring the information.  This will continue till next month. 

Pennsy Trail Crossing at State Street Modifications: G. Morrow stated there are no AI options for the HAWK lights that were  talked about in the previous meeting.  INDOT does not have a problem with lights being installed on the trail.  Tapco did give an updated quote on the lights.  The Committee asked A. Kirkpatrick to go to council with the budget info as a heads up for the new lights and that they will need to go to the Board of Works to ask for quotes.  A motion was made to ask Council for money by G. Pence and seconded by T. Rankins.

Oak Boulevard Speed Study:    T. Rankins stated that there were 4412 cars on the road.  The posted speed limit is 20mph and 85% of the cars were going over the speed limit for an average of 33 mph.  T. Rankins stated he thinks the speed limit should be raised to 30mph.  A. Kirkpatrick made a motion for a recommendation to Council and seconded by T. Rankins.       


NEW BUSINESS:


INDOT SR 9 Future Projects:  G. Morrow presented some upcoming projects from INDOT.  The intersections will be Martindale Drive & SR9 turn lane changes and the second is McKenzie Rd & SR9 intersection changes.  For Martindale Drive, there were 2 options proposed.  The first is to still allow traffic to turn left onto SR9 and go north.  The second option is to install turn lanes.  A Motion was made to recommend option 2 to INDOT by T. Rankins and seconded by A. Kirkpatrick.  Motion carried. 

For McKenzie Road & SR9 intersection, INDOT is proposing a solid curb so you will not be able to turn left on southbound SR9 into the CVS parking lot unless you are at the stop light.  They are considering installing delineators so you will only be able to turn at McKenzie Road or the stop light at the Speedway gas station. G. Morrow will suggest stopping the delineators just short of the alley on the west side and at the entrance to CVS on the east side.  A motion was made by T. Rankins and seconded by G. Pence. Motion carried.


Miscellaneous:  T. Rankins said he received an email requesting a 4 way stop at Osage and American Legion and 3 other intersections downtown around the Depot Restaurant.  G. Morrow stated they will be reviewed next month.  


ADJOURNMENT: 

A motion to adjourn was made by T. Rankins and seconded by A. Kirkpatrick. 
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
