Glen Morrow, City Engineer called the meeting to order at 1:30pm.

Morrow took roll call.

Approval of Minutes:
A motion was made to approve November 2025 minutes by T. Rankins and seconded by C. Murnan.  Motion carried. 
A motion was made to approve December 2025 minutes by C. Murnan and seconded by G. Pence.  Motion carried.

Melody Lane:  G. Morrow stated there have been several things they have looked at implementing.  G. Morrow reviewed FHWA guidelines and 2 speed tables are appropriate, possibly 3. He believes a 3rd speed table in the middle would be more of a pedestrian tripping hazard.  He is recommending 2 tables.  One south of Tractor Supply Company and one north of Dollar Tree.  

Resident Debbie Gibbs stated that she appreciates the tables but would like to see them in front of the stores.  Does not feel it will slow people down in the proposed locations.  

G. Morrow also discussed request from December meeting that Dollar Tree be reduced to one exit,  the Building Commissioner has the opinion that one exit would be permissible but the City does not have the authority to make them change.  

T. Rankins introduced a discussion regarding modifying the curb in front of Beall’s so it is not used as a crosswalk. 

Resident Crystal Matthews asked where the crosswalk is and T. Rankins stated that only 1 is marked in front of Beall’s.  

Resident Leah Lederman stated that she was in support of the speed tables. She feels the northern section of Melody Lane is where people seem to speed up.  C. Murnan stated that he has done radar in that area and agrees that people do speed up there.  

A motion was made by T. Rankins and seconded by G. Pence to approve the recommended two speed tables and request funding for them by the Board of Public Works and Safety.  Motion carried


South Street One-Way:  G. Morrow stated that we are waiting on INDOT to give their input. They are looking to see what happens if it’s right in-right out. Since the street may not go one-way, he is suggesting no left-turns on to SR 9 except emergency vehicles.  

Legacy Lane Speed Limit:  G. Morrow included speed study in packet.  There are currently some caution signs on the street closer to Meridian Road.  Per the speed study there was about 10% of the traffic were speeding.  T. Rankins suggested putting up some 20mph speed limit signs and do another speed study and see what happens.  The topic will be discussed again after the new speed study.  

4-way stop @ Osage & American Legion:  G. Morrow stated there was a complaint about the intersection and not being able to see the cross traffic.  T. Rankins stated that one lady is ok with trimming her bushes and she would also like to see a 4-way stop there.  Tim Boyk, Asst Street Commissioner, has tried to contact the other resident but has not been able to get anyone.  T. Rankins stated that he will continue to get ahold of the other resident to get the corner cleaned up.
   
North Street One Way:   G. Morrow asked the committee’s thoughts on no left-turns on State and North Streets.  Also, should North Street be one-way on each side? T. Rankins suggested that East Street north from North Street be turned into a one-way street and Grant Street one-way direction be changed to west bound. A motion was made to create an ordinance by G. Pence and seconded by T. Rankins.  Motion carried. 

SR9 & New Road:  G. Morrow read a letter received from a resident about the quick timing of the turn lane timing of the light. He also suggested a light at Broadway and New Rd.  G. Morrow emailed a contact at INDOT and he replied that they prioritize the north/south and east/west traffic otherwise it would back traffic up on SR 9.  The individual at INDOT also suggested a light at Broadway and New Road.   T. Rankins explained that the reason the HAWK signal is where it is due to the drainage of Potts Ditch and it follows along with the trail.  G. Morrow stated that on the recommendation of INDOT, he can suggest that this intersection be the next priority for a roundabout.  C. Murnan believes there are less than 10 accidents per year at that intersection. C. Murnan is to bring new accident data for the intersection of Broadway and New Road.

MISC:  T. Rankins stated that the Assistant Police Chief asked him to bring it to the Committees attention about Autistic Children signs.  T. Rankins believes there should be an application process with a 5-year deadline for reapplication. G. Morrow stated he will bring information to the next meeting about this type of sign and information needed for application. 

Adjournment:  A motion was made to adjourn by G. Pence and T. Rankins.  Motion carried. 
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
